More than 25,000 Indian men
and women served in the armed
forces during WwII fighting on all
fronts in Europe and Asia. Two
Medals of Honor and more than
50 Silver Stars for Valor, 47
Bronze Stars and 34 Distinguished
Flying Crosses were given during
that war alone, And during the
Korean Conflict one Indian
earned the Medal of Honor, while
none were awarded to the 41,500
Indians who served in Vietnam.

Military history does acknowl.
edge the Navajo “Code Talkers” of
WWIL, especially the Marine
Corps’ ranks, However, it was the
Choctaws who saved many an
Army unit from being overrun by
using their native tongue to baffle
the eavesdropping Ger-
mans in WWI.
